4. Completion of recorded access easement for sidewalks, plazas etc, prior to building permit issuance.

8. Pending payment of Police and Fire Impact Fee prior to building permit issuance.  Estimated fee of $12,785.82 for Police and fee of $7,740.18 for Fire is based on a gross floor area of 26,417 square feet.

9. Pending final proposal and acceptance of Public Art.
